23.  Tear down will start at 1:00 pm Sunday, June 24.

Ham Bits​ - Bill Call, KJ4W, talked about a few 2 meter radios he has to help the new HAMs and those that 
are financially challenged at this time. These are old 25 watt 2 meter only radios that was given to Bill from 
the fire department when they upgraded to new radios. He and Dan Reimer, N4ZY, also have purchased a 
few power supplies to go with these systems. 
Bill and Dan have already installed one of the radios for Elysa Elkins, KN4IRP.  She lived far enough away 
from the repeater that she was unable to get in to the Monday night nets with just her handie-talkie.  She 
has a flat metal roof which provided an ideal spot to mount a magnetic antenna..  Since then she has been 
able to reach the repeater to join the 2 meter net without problems. 
 
Program​: “Contesting 101” by Dan Reimer, K4ZY. A slideshow and lecture explaining the basics of 
contesting was presented.  He talked about proper contesting protocols, software, skills, rules and why as 
humans we  like to contest.  The program he talked about, N1MM+, is a free contest logging software for 
Phone, CW and Digital modes.
